Construction Method Statement
Site
60 bretforton road, Badsey, Evesham, Worcestershire, Wr117xq
Introduction
1.1 This construction method statement has been prepared in response to the requirements off the town and country planning act 1990(development management procedure)(England) order 2015, consultation with highways authority.
1.2 This construction method statement therefore provides the details of all measures that can be undertaken in the construction of the development listed above (site).
The site
2.1 the application site has a frontage onto bretforton road, Badsey, with a concrete driveway leading to the property, and at the rear has a wooden fence, the garden to the rear is enclosed by 1.8m close boarded fencing
2.2 there are no parking restrictions in the road to the north of the property (bretforton road), the site is not within any special character area, nor is it within a conservation area or article 4 area, there are no buildings within the immediate area that are listed or otherwise protected, there is 2 trees within the rear garden which will be staying throughout the development.
The proposal
3.1 The development comprises of the erection of a side and rear two storey extension to existing dwelling.
3.2 The development has an existing frontage onto bretforton road, Badsey, which will be the main access onto site and will continue to be so.
Construction details
4.1 the development will be undertaken as a self build project by the applicant(Mr A Welland),the applicant will act as site foreman and manage the project, or will appoint someone to act on his behalf. The benefit of the project being a self build project by a local person is that there is a greater awareness of local issues, and therefore a greater willingness and ability to manage the construction process in a manner that minimises the impact on local residents.
4.2 it is acknowledged that the site is limited in size, and that access to the site by some vehicles may be restricted duct to the road widths and layout, Accordingly careful consideration has been given to the management of the construction process.
Provision for loading/unloading of materials
5.1 all deliveries to the site will be undertaken via the front of the property, delivery vehicles will be able to park on the front of the property whilst deliveries are undergoing, therefore minimising the restriction of the traffic flow. 
5.2 A banksman will be available where large delivery vehicles are required, or where there could be disruption to free flow of traffic or pedestrians
Storage of plant,materials and operatives vehicles
6.1 it is acknowledged that there is limited scope within the site for the storage of plant and materials, and the construction process will be in the form of an “as and when” basis. Equipment and materials will be delivered at the appropriate time of construction so as to ensure that space is not wasted by their storage in advance of works
6.2 a skip may be required for the collection of waste at various stages of the construction process, this will be ideally be placed within the site.
6.3 there will be parking of construction operatives vehicles on the site, but will be placed ideally on site and not on the public highway.
Noise
7.1 noise emission can be a potential source of annoyance to the local population. The following measures will therefore ensure that this source of annoyance is minimized as far as possible:
· any construction works that may cause noise to be audible outside of the site will be restricted to the hours of 08:00 to 19:30 Monday to Saturday, and 09:00 to 13:00 on Sunday, there will be no noise working on bank holidays without the written permission from the council 
· deliveries of materials to site will not be made before 08:00 at anytime, and not at all on Sundays or bank holidays
· Standard construction plant/equipment will be used. Typical plant will include compaction equipment, excavators, breakers, dumpers, mobile cranes. any stationary plant such as compressors and generators will be positioned away from sensitive locations within the confines of the operational use of the equipment
· all operatives will be informed about the need to minimize noise
· all contractors shall ensure that all plant complies with th relevant statutory requirements
· machines in intermittent use will be shut down or throttled down to minimum when not in use
· where practicable, equipment powered by mains electricity shall be used in preference to equipment powered by internal combustion engine or locally generated equipment
· neighbouring occupiers will be advised verbally by site foreman/owner of any activities or deliveries that may have the potential to cause unavoidable noise or disturbance, so as to manage expectations of all parties.
Wheel washing equipment
8.1 all wheels and tyres of vehicles entering and exiting the site will be cleared of debris by means of a hose which shall be connected to the water supply for the development or donor supply, cleaning shall take place within the site as far as is practicable so as to avoid spillage of mud and water onto the public highway or surrounding properties
8.1 at the end of each working day, checks will be made by the site foreman/owner to ensure that there is no mud/debris or rubbish on the public highway.
The parking of vehicles of the site operatives and vistors
9.1 where contractors vehicles are required to be adjacent to the site (for example if there are tools and equipment on board that require regular access) then they will be permitted to park on site. In such instances no more than 3 vehicles shall be permitted to be parked.
