Emile Horak was associated with the Division of Roads and Transport Technology, CSIR for 13 years as specialist in research, development and technology transfer. He specialised in the field of pavement engineering with international recognition in pavement performance, accelerated pavement testing and response analysis (materials, design, rehabilitation and behaviour). In this capacity he acted as specialist for various consulting engineering firms and for clients such as the DBSA. He has various industry awards recognising these areas of expertise and achievements. 
Emile has published and presented more than 60 reports and papers at international conferences and in periodicals in fields of expertise in transportation and roads engineering and urban engineering. Emile has been the main author/co-author or chairperson of national design manuals and guidelines for road design and road building materials on National and Provincial roads (eg. TRH4 &12) and appropriate design and maintenance guidelines of  roads and stormwater facilities in developing communities as well as established residential areas (e.g. UTG 3&4 and the “Red Book” on appropriate standards). 
Emile served on various national and international committees in the field of technology transfer and implementation. Typical associations include Chairperson of CAPSA’99, Technical Advisory Committee of the International Conference on Pavement Management Systems of the Transportation Research Board, the International Conference on Asphalt Pavements (ICAP) of the International Society of Asphalt Pavements (ISAP) and Flexible Pavements Committee of the Permanent International of Road Congresses (PIARC) as well as various national committees.
 Emile spent 4 years with the Johannesburg City Council as City Engineer: Roads, stormwater and works. In this period he acted as the multi-disciplinary team co-ordinator of various strategic capital projects such as the construction of the R100 million Johannesburg Athletics Stadium, Ellispark Sport Precinct urban renewal project  (R50 million) and the conversion of the old Wembley ice rink into a multi-purpose indoors sport stadium.  An additional year was spent as Metropolitan Head of Service Delivery (Deputy Chief Executive Officer) of the Greater Johannesburg Transitional Metropolitan Council with the specific duty of kick-starting emergency service delivery and restoration. This R95-million project was successfully completed in record time of 6 months in an environment of political and institutional uncertainty and instability. This included ground breaking work on community empowerment through various labour-intensive construction and maintenance techniques in an empowerment fashion. Processes and procedures for service delivery thus developed, became the blue print for subsequent service delivery programmes. 
In this 5 year period with Johannesburg he took a leadership role in the development of a suite of Technical Management Information Systems. This included management systems in  Pavements (roads), Stormwater, Bridge , Maintenance , Footway and Verge  and Geographic Information System. He took a leadership role in developing expertise in labour-intensive/enhanced construction and road maintenance techniques and associated people empowerment and job creation..
Emile served as director on the board of Murray & Roberts Civils and acted as chief executive of roads infrastructure for Murray & Roberts Contractors.  Emile served on the board of Tolcon, a Black Empowerment owned roads concessionaire and toll road operator business. In these capacities he was involved in various successful and less successful tenders for BOT projects such as the N1 toll road, Maputo Development Corridor (MDC), the N3 BOT project initially and the conceptual aspects of the Platinum Route BOT (N4) and the Wild Coast BOT project proposals. Two similat conceptual projects he was involved in were the Harare to Mutare proposed toll road in Zimbabwe and the R300 ring road toll project in the western Cape. He also provided specialist advice on the Trans Kalahari II project in Botswana and the National Route N1 Warmbaths to Pietersburg toll road during this time.
Emile is a founding director of the specialist asphalt laboratory and road surveillance company, Specialised Road Technologies (SRT). SRT is a joint venture between Colas SA, Africon Engineering International, Jefferes and Green and Bitutek (Durban) and other contractors such as LTA and Blacktop. This co-operation development was mainly negotiated by Emile involving all of the above role-players. 
Emile was appointed by the DoT in 1997 to help launch their programme of Road Maintenance by Contract involving the private sector and the development of SMME contractors and entrepreneurs. This project has developed into a very successful implementation by the South African Roads Agency Ltd (SANRAL). He is actively involved in helping Local Government and Provincial Government to find new and appropriate service delivery mechanisms. These include privatisation, commercialisation and corporitisation aspects. This is done with a strong Governance and Community Compact empowerment focus. 
Emile recently acted as specialist consultant to Transportek, CSIR, acting as strategic change master in their Traffic Safety and Engineering Programme. This included direction giving in various aspects of traffic safety, such as the Vicroads project in Kwa-Zulu Natal, and project management of kick starting Intelligent Transport Systems (ITS) in SA.

Stephen Emery has worked as a civil engineer in consulting and the public sector, a private sector business executive and an academic. In South Africa, he spent 8 years in pavement, materials and bitumen surfacing research at NITRR/Transportek, CSIR. There he specialised in materials and pavement engineering, with international recognition in these fields. He was awarded the SABITA research award in 1993.
Stephen is a registered Professional Engineer in South Africa, a chartered engineer to NPER-3 in Australia, and is a director of an engineering consulting firm in Australia.  He has been involved in design and construction projects in a number of countries in Africa, in Australia, and Asia. He worked as the Group Technical Director for Colas Southern Africa Pty Ltd from 1994 to 1997, which is the largest group of asphalt and emulsion companies in Africa and was owned by Murray & Roberts.  His responsibilities covered materials, plant, design, R&D and technical marketing.
Stephen has been active in policy formulation at government level. He was a member of the Infrastructure Working Group of the 1995/6 DoT Policy Review, and a member of the National Public Works Programme working group.
