PROCEDURE
(Chronologically ordered descriptive of all teacher and student activities and interactions.)
 Launch Activity—Upon completion of reading the novel, the teacher will present a Power Point presentation on the “Four Steps to Literary Analysis”. 
Acquisition Activities--   The student will read the novel, To Kill A Mockingbird, by Harper Lee, answer comprehension questions, and apply “The Four Steps to Literary Analysis” (see Assessment Plan) to one literary element in the novel.
Refining and Extending Activities—The students will work in collaborative pairs and analyze two literary elements, thereafter presenting the two elements to the class by means of a Power Point Presentation. After presentation, the students will each write an essay on the novel incorporating the class shared literary analysis ideas.

Differentiation of Instruction-- The students will go to the computer classroom for the PowerPoint part of the lesson.
