Sponsorship proposal 
How dividing League and knockouts rights may be beneficial to BUSA and the Sponsor.
League Rights
League systems runs from September to last fixture in February
In February (end of league systems) the hits on the website is (on average) 12 million with students analysing final league positions
Naming rights and logo presence on all sport leagues (i.e. Football has 86 leagues in 2007-2008)
Leagues can be named across the sports as BUSA ‘Barclays’ Tennis Western League 2A
Company logo on all winners’ plaques sent to Universities
A fixture created (with the use of sponsor’s funds) for the top of the two premier league winners (North and South) to determine overall winner of the league.  I.e. the fixture will determine the BUSA ‘Barclays’ Premier League Champion.  Trophies presented, with sponsors presence.  Hospitality available at the ‘champion of Champions fixture’.  
Depending on amount of sponsorship it is envisaged that BUSA would give the winning team/ individual prize money as part of the fixture, this prize money would be ‘from’ the sponsor.  
An example of this would have been in football last year when the winners of the Premier Leagues were Loughborough and Bath.  The final of the Championship knockout was between UWE Hartpury and Bath.
Property Rights:
Naming rights to all leagues in the Sport – I.e. BUSA ‘company name’ Football Premier League
Presence on all Sport league pages on the site
Presence on the Sport Homepage () with monitored linking through available
Presence on all footage of the sport taken (on BUSA website and SubTV website – Union TVs)???
Bannering/ press coverage/ exposure from the BUSA ‘Company name’ Football Champion of Champions fixture
Naming rights of trophy presented – BUSA ‘Company name’ Football Premier League Champion 2008
Logo / Company name on all League winners plaques sent out by BUSA at the end of the League season.
Knockout Rights
The BUSA Championship/ Trophy/ Shield / Plate & Vase knockouts usually start at the end of February and finish three weeks later with the final (many of which will take place at the British Universities Championships).  
For all the sports involved at BUCs the title sponsor will have naming rights for the whole knockout process starting at the end of February, for all the sports not at BUCs the sponsor of the league structure can also opt for the Knockout structure (I envisage this being a year contract to avoid the sport being called into the BUCs programme)
