Stock Market Data Analysis
Project Challenge 5th Grade
Choose a Security from your Simulated Stock Market List.  Open up an Excel Spreadsheet and record that stock’s prices for Days 1-5 in Columns B.  In Column A type in Day 1, Day 2, etc. 
Example: (Alternate Power)

Create a line graph to show how the prices rose and fell each day.  (After you plot your stock prices on the worksheet, highlight only the cells in Columns A and B that have been filled.)  Then go to Insert, then Graph.  Follow the instructions to make a graph, add labels to the x-axis and y-axis,  add chart title, and under Data Labels, click Show Value.   When you get to Step 4, click the second option that places the sheet on your worksheet.  The chart can then be copied and pasted onto a Word Document.  
Example:
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Entitle your Word Document Stock Market Data Analysis and include your name(s). 
Next, study the stock prices for each day.  What days did they go up?  When did they fall?  Read the newspaper articles from each day that correspond to your chosen security.  (You might want to read articles about other companies that could affect the prices of your security as well.)  Analyze the information.  Explain how you think this news affected the stock prices positively or negatively each of the five days.  Cite each article as in the following example:  (The Stock Market News, name of city, Day 3 Late Edition). You might also need to refer back to the company profile in order to analyze the news articles. Include at least three analysis paragraphs such as the example below. 
Example:  Alternate Power stock rose from 27.5 points on Day 3 to 29 points on Day 4.  This rise could be due to the fact that Alternate Power just opened a new power plant in Amsterdam (The Stock Market News, Amsterdam, Early Edition Day 4). Since this new power-generating facility uses tidal action to generate electricity, it will cut down on harmful gases emitted by way of other methods.  This probably made the stock buyers feel confident that it would bring in big profits in the future.  The reason it did not rise more than 1.5 points is probably because the profit is not anticipated for many years, and stock buyers who want to make fast money did not invest.  
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
