Argumentative Essay Outline

Introduction:

Sentence 1: Hook

Get your reader’s attention with a general introduction of the topic of your essay. Try beginning with a question, an interesting quotation or a fact. 

Sentence 2: Thesis Statement

Write a one-sentence thesis statement. State your position on the issue. Use the word ‘should’ in your thesis statement. 

Sentence 3: Main Points

Introduce the three main arguments that support your position 

Body Paragraphs One, Two, and Three

Sentence 1: Topic Sentence 

Write a topic sentence that states or introduces one of your three main arguments.

Sentence 2: Detail

Write one sentence that describes the issue, referred to in your topic sentence, addressing this issue in more detail. 

Sentence 3: Evidence

Provide evidence to support your argument by referring to the information pamphlet. Use direct quotation from one of your sources of information. Provide the name of the article and the writer,

Sentence 4: Explain

Expand on your evidence by explaining why it is important and why it supports your argument

*Do not limit yourself to writing one sentence of analysis. More analysis is better because it is more convincing

Sentence 5: Concluding Sentence

Write a transitional statement that links your paragraphs topic to the next paragraph

*This should not be the next body paragraph’s topic sentence

Concluding Paragraph

Sentence 1: Restated Thesis

Restate your thesis statement in a slightly different way

Sentence 2: Main Points

Refer to the three arguments you have presented in your three body paragraphs in a general way

Sentence 3: Conclusion

Conclude your paragraph by writing one sentence that connects your essays subject to the real world of people and society. Leave the reader with a meaningful idea that is related to your essay
