Museum of Applied Arts and Sciences Act 1945
 Section 4(3)

Proposal

It is proposed to amend section 4(3) of the Act to allow trustees to hold office for such period not exceeding 3 years.  The Act currently states that a trustee is to hold office for 3 years.

Context and Rationale

Section 4(3) of the Act is currently inconsistent with other cultural institution legislation which provides for a term not exceeding 3 years.  The current requirement of a fixed 3 year term is administratively inefficient.  To ensure trusts are able to adequately plan for trustee appointments and activities it is more practical to allow flexibility in the term to provide for common term endings and appointments regardless of the appointment dates of individual trustees.

The amendment is proposed by the Museum of Applied Arts and Sciences.
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
