Annotated Bibliography

Background:  An annotated bibliography is an alphabetized list of sources that includes a properly formatted citation PLUS a description and an evaluation of the source.  

An annotated bibliography is more complicated than a regular bibliography because you have to include the bibliographic citation just like a regular bibliography, but you also have to include a short paragraph after each citation that describes and evaluates each source.
Directions:  Please complete an annotated bibliography for the independent books you will read over the course of the year. Remember, you will read one independent book per month. Your annotated bibliography must be properly cited. You must also include a short paragraph after each citation that describes AND evaluates (you give your opinion) each source. Refer to the other side of this paper for examples. Please use NoodleTools to complete this assignment. 

1) Access NoodleTools: 

· Go to www.noodletools.com
2) Begin by creating a “new project” in NoodleTools that you title “Annotated Bibliography.” Hit submit.
3) Next, under sharing and collaboration, share your work with Mrs. Moran by clicking “share with a project inbox.” Begin to type annotated and you will a series of inboxes appear. Look for the one that shows your period # and my name. Click on it. If your name doesn’t appear below, type it in the appropriate box. Finally, hit done. 
4) Click on the “sources” at the top of the page. Then hit “create a new citation.”
5) Click “click or in-hand” then find “book” on the left and hit it.
6) Fill in the basic information for your book (title, author, publisher, publishing city, and copyright date). You will need to use your book in order to complete the information. You may also go to www.amazon.com and search for your book then click the “look inside” feature for the same information.
7) Scroll down and complete the annotation for your book in the “Annotation” section. Your annotation should be one paragraph long and include both a description and an evaluation. 

8) Click “submit” to complete your annotated citation.

Annotated Bibliography Examples

Lowry, Lois.  The Giver.  New York:  Dell Laurel-Leaf, 1993.

Jonas lives in a community where everything is the same. The 12-year-old is chosen to be the community's Receiver of Memories. Under the guidance of the Elders and an old man known as the Giver, he discovers the disturbing truth about his seemingly perfect world and struggles against the weight of its hypocrisy.
