· If you are failing two subjects, you will be dropped from the cast or stage 
crew because you do not meet the school’s eligibility requirement. 

· No eating, drinking, or chewing gum during rehearsals.

· Remain quiet when there are cast members practicing on stage.

· You are responsible for your music, skips, props, costumes, etc.

· Treat each other with respect.

· Be supportive of each other – You are ALL important and you are ALL part of the “GREASE” team!!!!!

· Use your correct posture when singing.

· Listen and follow directions the first time. 

· Keep your hands and feet to yourself.

· Memorize your lines and the songs.
