Chapter 2
Page 5, paragraph 2

“Mae’s husband, on his back beside her, did not stir.  He was still asleep, and the melancholy creases that folded his day time face were smoothed and slack. He snored gently and for the moment the corners of his mouth turned upward in a smile. Tuck almost never smiled except in sleep.”

Type of figurative language: personification
Meaning: Tuck never smiles when he is awake only when sleeping and in a dream about Heaven.
Characterization: glum, sad, depressed, disappointed
Page 5, Par. 4 

“Why’d you have to wake me up” he sighed.  “I was having that dream again, the good one where we’re all in heaven and never heard of Treegap.”

Tuck wants to die.  Tuck may want to kill himself. Mr. Tuck, Jesse Miles and Mae. 
React, make a prediction or inference. Weird that he wants to die.
Read the following 3 passages,
Page 6 Par. 2

Mae sat there frowning, a great potato of a woman with a round, sensible face and calm brown eyes.  “It’s no use having that dream,” she said. “Nothing’s going to change.” Nothing is going to change his dreams or wants.
“You tell me that every day,” said Tuck, turning away from her onto his side.” “Anyways, I can’t help what I dream.”
“Maybe not,” said Mae. “But, all the same, you should’ve got used to things by now.” Everything has been the same for them for 87 years; one more day will not change that.
Page 6 Par 10

“I know,” said Mae, “but I just can’t wait to see them.  Anyways, its ten years since I went to Treegap. No one’ll remember me.  I’ll ride in at sunset, just to the wood.  I won’t go into the village. But, even if someone did see me, they won’t remember. They never did before now, did they?”

Page 6 Par 14

Mae inquires if Tuck will be all right until her return the next morning. He reacts: 

Tuck rolled over and made a rueful face at her.  “What in the world could possibly happen to me?”

What do you think the author is hinting at about the Tuck family? The Tuck family seems to not die or live forever.
Page 7, Par 1
Then, last of all, she pulled down over her ears a blue straw hat with a drooping, exhausted brim.

Type of figurative language: personification
Meaning: The blue straw hat was not stiff and the edge fell down instead of up.
It old and broken in and comfortable.
Chapter 3 

Page 7, Par 2
It was the only living thing in sight except for a stationary cloud of hysterical gnats suspended in the heat above the road.  
Type of figurative language: Personification maybe hyperbole.
It missed altogether, as she’d fully intended it should, but she made a game of it anyway, tossing pebbles at such an angle that they passed through the gnat cloud on their way to the toad.

What is Winnie’s mood? Lonely, unhappy, bored
Page 8, Par 2

She leaned her forehead against the bars and after a short silence went on in a thoughtful tone. “I’m not exactly sure what I’d do, you, know, but something that would make some kind of difference in the world. It would be nice to have a new name, to start with, one that’s not all worn out from being called so much. And I might even decide to have a pet.  Maybe a big old toad, like you, that I could keep in a nice cage with lots of grass, and…”
At this point the toad stirred and blinked.  It gave a heave of muscles and plopped its heavy mud ball of a body a few inches farther from her.

Type of figurative language: metaphor
“I suppose you’re right,” said Winnie.  “Then you’d be just the way I am, now.  Why should you have to be cooped up in a cage too? It’d be better if I were like you, out in the open and making up my own mind. Do you know they’ve hardly ever let me out of this yard all by myself?  I’ll never be able to do anything important if I stay in her like this. I expect I’d better run away.”
