Sentence Types
This is something you might need to know for the WEST-E.  these are the basic clause structure of sentence and their names.
A simple sentence consists of a group of words containing one or more subjects acting on or being acted upon by one or more verbs which we have no reason to believe is a dependent clause. A simple sentence is exactly the same as an independent clause.

SIMPLE SENTENCE = ONE INDEPENDENT CLAUSE

Two or more simple sentences can be joined together by a coordinating conjunction (and, but, or, for, nor, yet, so), a semicolon (;), or a conjunctive adverb and a semicolon.  It is then called a compound sentence.

COMPOUND SENTENCE  =  TWO OR MORE INDEPENDENT CLAUSES

A dependent clause is exactly the same thing as a simple sentence except that it begins with a subordinator.  A dependent clause can never be punctuated as though it were a sentence.  

DEPENDENT CLAUSE  =  INDEPENDENT CLAUSE + SUBORDINATOR

A dependent clause must be joined to an independent clause, in which case it is called a complex sentence.

COMPLEX SENTENCE = ONE INDEPENDENT CLAUSE + ONE OR MORE DEPENDENT CLAUSES

Another Way to divide up Sentence Types

Sentences are also divided up according to their use.
Declarative sentences are statements.  A declarative sentence end with a period.

Interrogative sentences are questions.  This kind of sentence ends with a question mark

Exclamatory  sentences express strong feelings.  This kind of sentence ends with an exclamation point.

Imperative sentences are commands.  These frequently end with an exclamation point.
