   Present now—is, are.  Past already done-- suffix–ed, wrote
3. Combining sentences to correctly form complete simple, compound, or complex sentences
· Simple - contains a subject and a verb, and it expresses a complete thought. Also known as an independent clause.

· Compound – contains two independent clauses joined by a coordinator which is always preceded by a comma. (, FANBOYS)

· Complex Sentence - A complex sentence has an independent clause joined by one or more dependent clauses. A complex sentence always has a subordinator. (after, when, because)
4. Apostrophes used to create singular and plural possessives 
Singular possessive
The possessive form of a singular noun is an apostrophe followed by the letter "s." Examples:
   Mr. Vaughan’s hair
   Words ending with s, z or x generally omit the "s" and add es
   Dr. Seuss' sense of humor
Plural possessive
For plural nouns ending in "s," add only an apostrophe:
Singers' voices
The cousins' favorite uncle
For plural nouns not ending in "s," add an apostrophe and "s."
Children's books
5. Commas: Use words/phrases in a series, dates and 
addresses, friendly and business letter conventions, direct address
6. Colons  use before a list

7) Capitalize the official title of a person (including abbreviations), but only when you use it with the person's name.  (Dr. Jones, Mr. Vaughan, Mrs. Smith, President Obama)

9) Capitalize the first letter of all important words in a title of a book, magazine, story, essay, etc.        (Diary of a Wimpy Kid)
	
	


10) Capitalize historical events and documents. (Declaration of Independence)

11) Capitalize the name of languages, races, nationalities, and religions. (Christianity, Russian)
	
	


12) Capitalize acronyms. An acronym is a word formed by the first, or first few, letters of words in a long name of an organization. (SAM surface-to-air missile)
