Types of Sentences

(The fun never stops …)
Independent Clause – A group of words which have both a subject and a verb which can stand alone as a sentence.

Paul ran through the hall and hit a locker.

Paul ran through the hall.

Paul ran.
Dependent Clause – A group of words with both a subject and a verb but cannot stand alone because of a subordinating conjunction
Since Paul ran through the hall and hit a locker

Because Paul ran through the hall

When Paul ran

(Since, While, When, Because, Before, After, If, etc.)
Simple sentence –only 1 independent clause and no dependent clauses

Ex – I worked late last night.

  I worked late last night and caught up on some work.

Compound Sentence – 2 or more independent clauses and no dependent clauses
Ex – I worked late last night and caught up on some work. (simple)
I left to go to the party, but I realized I had forgotten my coat. (compound)
Complex Sentence – 1 independent clauses and 1 dependent clause

Ex – Because I worked late last night, I caught up on some work.

I realized I had forgotten my coat when I left to go to the party.
