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Arts Risk Register 

Definitions:

Risk Register- a document that lists all identified* hazards/risks associated with certain activities or situations for risk management and compliance purposes. A risk register includes information such as source, probability, severity, consequences and controls related to each hazard/risk
Associated hazards/risks- Source of potential damage, harm or adverse health effects on something or someone associated with certain situations or activities
Suggested risk assessment- Evaluation of the potential hazards/risks based a systematic process and evaluation matrix
Likelihood- The probability of damage, harm or adverse health effects occurring due to a hazard/risk associated with a situation or activity
Severity- The scale of damage, harm or adverse health effects that could be incurred if a hazard/risk occurs in a situation or activity
Risk rating- Evaluation of the likelihood versus severity of a hazard/risk, based on an assessment matrix, to determine how much attention or action needs to be payed to the hazard/risk
Consequences- The range of negative results or effects a hazard/risk can cause if it occurs during a situation or activity
Control- The means of limiting, regulating or reducing the likelihood of the hazard/risk occurring or the negative results or effects or the hazard/risk if it does occur
What you need to do

1. Consider what can go wrong that can hurt someone

2. Determine what the most likely outcome would be - Consequences

3. Determine how likely those consequences are - Likelihood

4. Determine the risk rating

5. Required action
