
Defintion:  a reference in a literary work to a person, place, or thing in history or another work of literature. Allusions are often references to well-known characters or events. 

Common examples of allusion involve the Bible, mythology, and fairy tales.
Basically it is a reference to a famous person or event in life or literature.

Examples 

· Was the ticking package, gaily wrapped with ribbon and bright paper, a Trojan gift? 

· Casual and confident, the West High team started the game that was to prove their Waterloo. 

· Don’t be such a Scrooge!  You are too greedy.
