Allusion Tea Party!

On Monday, March 3rd, we will be having a tea party! We’ll prepare the tea. Your job is to arrive to the party in Allusion Attire. Here’s what you need to do:

· Choose an allusion (or one will be given to you)

· Research the allusion’s meaning, history, usages and how it is currently used. Create two sentences/examples using your allusion. If you can find your allusion used in a political cartoon, news article, speech, print out a copy and bring it in for a few points extra credit. Type out your research—be certain not to plagiarize—in at least ½ page. You will turn this in at the beginning of class on Monday. 

· Be certain to familiarize yourself with what you wrote, as you will embody that allusion and be asked to give information regarding it to your peers (without the use of your paper!)

· Create a visual representation (costume) of your allusion. This must be something on your person and must have significant meaning. Think outside of the box on this one—what can you create and wear that would be symbolic of your reference?

The Tea Party (Monday, March 3):

Your job is to mingle and explain your allusion to other party go-ers. You must speak with at least five other people and garner information about their allusion. Fill out the chart on the back as you go, and have the allusionist you spoke to sign off on your sheet, verifying that you chatted at the soirée. Tomorrow, you will be asked to use an allusion other than your own in a writing sample, so be certain that you understand the other allusions well enough to use them successfully!
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
