� Comfortable seating for at least the number of people that you sleep  
� A TV large enough to watch from across the room (27” or larger)  
� The digital TV service for your country 
� Reading lamps 
� A DVD player  
� A couple decks of cards and board games 

 
Extras  
� A large-screen HDTV  
� A DVD or Blu Ray library 
� Satellite, premium cable or movie channels 
� Recliner or comfortable reading chair & foot rest 
� A fireplace (built-in or freestanding electric fireplace) 
� A or an iPod docking station 
� Game systems like Xbox or PlayStation with games  
� Spare batteries to fit the TV remote

Must Haves  
� 2 quality bath towels per guest 
� 2 hand towels per guest 
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� 2 flannels per guest 
� Hair dryer 
� Hand soap 
� Four rolls of toilet paper 
� Tissues 
� An extractor fan  

 
Extras  
� Shampoo & conditioner 
� Body wash & lotions 
� Make up removal wipes (no more mascara stains on your flannels) 
� Unique shower/showerheads 
� Jacuzzi/whirlpool tub in the master bathroom 
� Steam shower or sauna 
� Bathrobes 
� Towel warmer 

 
Top tip: if you provide bottles of shampoo and conditioner your guests won’t 
appreciate opening half used bottles. A simple solution is to buy attractive looking 
refillable bottles that you or your housekeeper can refill after each check out, or 
stock miniature sample sized products.
