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Each subgrant made by PSAU must submit a final expenditure report (Form DS-4044, also referred to as the FER). For MEGS (legacy) and MEGS+ grants, MDE now has the technical capability to import actual approved project budgeted amounts into this document. The Cash Management System (CMS) will interface with MEGS and MEGS+ for DS-4044 expenditure reporting. All districts/agencies/fiscal agents that receive grant funds for grants applied for using MEGS and MEGS+ will complete the DS-4044 using screens from those systems.  

The latest MDE approved budget from MEGS (or MEGS+) will be automatically posted into the DS-4044 Final Expenditure Report. Subgrantees will enter their actual expenditures. Reported expenditure amounts that deviate from the budgeted amount by more than 10% (the parameter is set by USED instructions), will be flagged for attention by both the subgrantee and MDE.

The following procedures apply to PSAU-administered grant programs:

PSA Activities

· PSA must submit revised budget summary and budget detail in MEGS or MEGS+PSAU reviews and approves the amendment (or asks for modifications)

· Once the budget amendment is approved, the PSAU enters a request into the CMS to have the FER reopened

· Grants department approves our request and re-opens the FER

· Subgrantee files the amended FER

PSA and PSA Unit Activities

· PSAU approves budget summary and budget detail submitted by subgrantee in MEGS or MEGS+
· PSAU approves request for change in Final Expenditure Report and forwards to Office of Financial Management and Administrative Services

· PSA submits amended FER
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
