
Initial Safety Meeting Agenda– New Worksite

The initial safety meeting is a requirement before beginning work at a new worksite.  All of the hazards and concerns discovered in the supervisor’s site risk assessment must be discussed at the initial safety meeting and a plan developed to deal with any anticipated risks.
The initial safety meeting must include discussion about the following topics.

1. Location and site details

2. Number and location of workers

3. Man check system

4. Communication procedures

5. Radio check-in / check-out procedures

6. Emergency Response Plan, including first aid coverage and location

7. Access and egress trails

8. PPE and appropriate tools for the site

9. Current site map listing any restrictions

10. Weather conditions

11. Hazards noted
12. Site specific safety concerns

13. Special procedures

14. Falling method

15. Harvesting method to be employed
16. Other methods to be employed
17. Environmental management system

18. Traffic control

19. Fire hazard information

20. Other concerns discovered during the site assessment
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
