Atlas Summit scholarships are supported by the Frank W. Bubb III Memorial Fund for Scholarship.
Scholarship benefits 
Atlas Society student scholarships can provide you with a tuition waiver (i.e., free conference registration). In receiving the tuition waiver, scholarship students agree to attend the full conference, including a special full-day course focused on Objectivist ideas (which will be held on Thursday, June 27).

We can also provide you with funding for air-conditioned, double dormitory room accommodations at the George Washington University (about 20 minutes from the Capital Hilton on foot) with check-in on Wednesday afternoon, June 26 and check out on Monday morning, July 1. We can also provide funds for meals. Note that if we pay for your room, we will ask you to choose a roommate or will assign you one. 

Travel Stipends
For students traveling internationally or making other long-distance trips, or those facing exceptional financial hardship, travel funds are available to cover up to $600 in travel costs.

Cancellation Penalty:  If you cancel your Atlas Summit registration ticket before May 27,  there is no penalty. After May 27, there will be a cancellation penalty that could amount to $259, based on conference costs we have incurred. Cancellations of room and board scholarships after May 27 are liable for the full cost of accommodations up to $212.
