· Name 

· Dates of birth and death

· Famous equations, antidotes, a quote, or some interesting information (you can incorporate more than one thing)

· Pictures or images

· You will use a piece of construction and we will hang them on the wall.

· Be creative on shape, building materials, and design.

· If doing a plaque you can as creative as you want.  It could be an achievement award.
