Claims made 
This Proposal is for a policy issued by Chubb 
Insurance Australia Limited (‘Chubb’) on a claims 
made and notified basis. This means that the policy 
only covers claims first made against you during the 
insurance period and notified to Chubb in writing 
during the insurance period. The policy does not 
provide cover for any claims made against you 
during the insurance period if at any time prior to the 
commencement of the insurance period you were 
aware of facts which might give rise to those claims 
being made against you.
