Read the following passage from the magazine Country (author unknown).  As you read it, notice how the author appeals to your senses to describe fall.  

FALL is nature’s grand finale…the time of year when the countryside explodes with a profusion of yellow, orange and crimson and every other color in between.


The morning air is crisp with a hint of wood smoke from the neighbor’s wood-burning stove.  The afternoon sun has become more mellow that it was a couple of months ago and bathes the land with a gentle, golden warmth.  After a busy day of harvesting the Earth’s bounty, the scent of freshly combined corn and other grains still lingers under the harvest moon.


It’s a sensational season.
