DANCE CONCERT REPORT GUIDELINES – ADV/BEG. DANCE 

Notes –In reference to question # 3: Don’t think of changing the components of the piece to change the mood, but tell us how the different parts of each could have been changed to enhance (add to) the feeling the choreographer wished to convey. Please understand that there are no correct answers to these questions. I am looking to see that you truly watched the dance and understood the importance of all the different components of what makes a dance.  These include: choreography, music, lighting, costuming, colors, props, relationship of the dancers to each other and the audience.  Your answers are about your feelings from the performance and how well you communicate them. Remember: Choose only 2 (FULL) pieces to discuss when answering each question.
1.  State the name, date and location of the concert that you saw.  (5 points)

      Submit the program along with the report.  (5 points)

2.   Most dances can be categorized into one of the following: dramatic dance (tells a story),    

     dance that evokes emotions, dance for dance sake (joy of movement), abstract dance.  

      For each piece you choose, describe the category in which you feel it would fall, and.  
      why you feel it falls into that category. (25 points)

3.   For each of the above pieces: a) describe the feelings that it evoked in you, the mood or 
      the story AND b) describe how all of the components of a total dance contributed to 
      what you felt.  Be specific in describing what role each of the following played:     

      choreography, costumes, colors, music, lighting, and relationship of dancers (did the 
      dancers relate to one another or to the audience?) Please make the connection between 
      the specific details of each of the components above and the feelings they evoked.  
      Describe how each of those components worked to create the dance.  Give specific 
     details!!!! Give descriptions!!! What could you have done differently, or added, to help 
     “get the same feeling across” to an audience?   (30 points)

4.    Sometimes the most interesting part of the piece is how the choreographer uses 

      different patterns moving dancers around the stage.  How did the use of floor patterns

      contribute to the overall idea/theme of the dance? Did they help or hinder your
      enjoyment of the piece, and how did it affect the feeling of the piece?  (10 pts.) 

5.    Choose one outstanding moment during the dance that you can remember? Explain 
       thoroughly – what made it outstanding/it’s significance to the entire piece. If you 
       cannot recall one specific moment – what does that tell you about the piece?  (10 pts.)

6.    What do you believe is the relevance of the title of each piece to the dance itself?  

       Explain fully.  (10 points)

7.    As a performer and (for some of you) choreographer, how can viewing performances of 

       professional companies help you develop your talents?  (5 points)
