An adjective is a describing word. It tells us more about another word. Adjectives describe people, places and things. We can say that adjectives describe nouns. Adjectives might tell us more about the colour, shape or smell of something.

Can you find the adjective in this sentence? Toby is a black dog.

Black is describing the colour of the dog so it is the adjective.

We use adjectives to make our writing more interesting. 

Read this sentence with no adjectives.

The boy ate a sandwich.

Now read it with adjectives.

The small boy ate a peanut butter and jam sandwich.

It is much more interesting with adjectives.

Adjectives give our writing more meaning.
