Describing things that are less.
          Seattle is rainy.
          Seattle is less rainy than Yakutat, Alaska.
Death Valley is the least rainy place in the U.S.A.


Showing things to be equal.    —   Using as + adjective + as
Barbara is as tall as Suzy.

Barbara is as pretty as Suzy.

Barbara is as beautiful as Suzy.

What happens when you are not talking about adjectives at all?

	Count nouns

John has 2 cars.

Lisa has 2 cars.

Sue has 1 car.

John has more cars than Sue.

Sue has fewer cars than John.

Sue doesn’t have as many cars as John.

John has as many cars as Lisa.
	Non-Count nouns

John has some rice.

Lisa has some rice.

Sue has a lot of rice

Sue has more rice than John.

John has less rice than Sue.

John has as much rice as Lisa.

John doesn’t have as much rice as Sue.
