Subject + Verb + Object + Adverb Of Place + Adverb Of Time
Note that the verb and object are placed next to each other. An important thing to realize is that the time usually comes after the place. Hence the adverb of the place is kept before the adverb of time. Try to understand this with the help of the following example :

I (S) meet (V) my friends (O) at school (Adverb of place) every day (Adverb of time).
