Informative Speech Instructions:  

What:  Informative speech means that you will be giving the audience information about a topic you are interested in.  You aren’t demonstrating how to do something…you will be teaching us about a specific topic.

When:  We will begin giving the speeches on March 13th (Monday) and will continue until they are done. I will take volunteers then call on people. Be ready to go on the 13th just in case.

How many points is it worth?  The performance grade will be worth 60 points.

Time Limit: 2-4 minutes. As long as you fall in that time frame, you will be fine with that category.

What to turn in:  You will need to give me a completed script (typed) that is word-for-word what your speech is about. I will also need your note cards after you present your speech.  Your script should also have all of your sources you used.  You can simply list them at the end of your script.  If you used a website…you have to list the address.  If you used a book…you need to give me the title.  If you interviewed someone…you need to tell me you did with their name.  
*I will check on an Outline on Thursday, March 9.  This will be worth 10 practice points.  You must have an outline completed before you can give the speech. The style of the outline is up to you, but it needs to list all of your main points, etc.. Make sure you use the sample outline I gave you to help you organize your speech properly
*You may use props (visual aids) if you feel it necessary. Props can be video clips, pictures, the white board, etc..  Make sure your props/aids don’t distract too much form your speech.  They should only help you with giving the information. Let me know ahead of time what you need form me to make this happen.  Do not spring it on me right before you give your speech.

*Once again, you can use the podium if you want.  If you don’t need it…just move it out of the way.
