Noun  (naming word)


e.g. 
The boy eats an apple.


Types of nouns:


A 
Common Noun e.g. boy, apple, table


B
Proper Noun e.g. George, Cape Town (starts with capital letter)


C
Collective Noun e.g. swarm of bees, school of fish


D
Abstract Noun e.g.  love, hate, admiration 

2.
Verb  (doing word)


e.g.
The boy eats an apple.



The boy is eating an apple.



The boy will be eating an apple.



The boy will have been eating an apple, etc.


The finite verb can change tense.


The finite verb can consist of 1, 2, 3 or 4 words, depending on the tense.

3.
Adjective


The adjective describes the noun.


e.g.
The small boy eats a red apple.

Adverb

The adverb tells you more about the verb.


e.g. 
The small boy ears greedily.
The adverb tells you  more about an adjective



e.g.
The very small boy eats greedily.

The adverb tells you more about another adverb.

e.g.
The small boy eats very greedily

Most adverbs end I –ly : greedily, happily, loudly, beautifully, etc.

5.
Pronoun

The pronoun takes the place of a noun.


e.g.
She is talking to him.



They beat us.

6.
Preposition

The preposition shows relation.


e.g.
in, on with, against, of, for, into, on 

7.
Conjunction

The conjunction joins words, phrase or sentences.


e.g.
and, but, because,, although

8.
Article

There are 3 articles: a, an, the

Remember: 


Use an before a vowel (a,e,i,o,u) sound : 


e.g.
an apple, an hour (silent h) , an uncle

a horse, a university (u sounds like y)

9.
Interjection

An exclamation of surprise, pain, disappointment, pleasure


e.g.
Ouch!, Hurray!
