	Inside or outside activity suitable for small groups of about 4 children.

	Learning Intention:
	Shows understanding of prepositions such as ‘under’, ‘on top’, ‘behind’ by carrying out an action or selecting correct picture. (C&L: U 30-50)

	Key Questions:

	What does this card say?
Where do you need to put the ball?

Can you put the football … the goal?

	Football, goal, net, in, behind, above, under, next to, in front of, between, below, beside, over, on, position.



	Resources:
	Preposition Football Game or a real goal and football.

	Adult Role(s):

Before the session: Choose the preposition cards that are most suitable for your activity – these may be different based on using a real goal and ball, or the pictures in the resource pack.

	· This activity could be carried out outside with a real football and goal, along with the preposition cards and sentence from the game, or the game could be used on the carpet area.

· Tell the children that we are going to take it in turns to put the football in various places around the goal. The children have to think very carefully about where they are being asked to put the ball.

· The children take it in turns to turn over a card, read what is on it (with support where necessary) and then put the football into that place.

· They then put their card onto the sentence strip. The adult then points to each word and reads the sentence aloud, encouraging the children to join in.

· Encourage the children to read or repeat the sentence.
· Repeat until all of the preposition words have been covered.

	Differentiation/Opportunities for Challenge:

· Support children to read the words on the cards using the picture clues.

· Using a real ball and goal/box may help children to understand the prepositions more than if using a flat picture.

· Challenge children to give instructions to a friend about where to place the football.

	Ideas for Extension into Continuous Provision:

· Provide a football and goal for the children to use in an outside area. Encourage them to use the vocabulary used in the game.
· Other target ball games could also be provided to encourage language development, for example mini basketball or throwing balls or beanbags into hoops or buckets.
