e Prepositions formed from more than one word are called compound prepositions.

o Commonly used compound prepositions are according to, in place of,
because of, and instead of.

e A preposition usually indicates the temporal, spatial or logical relationship of its
object to the rest of the sentence. Read the following examples:

The cup is on the table.

The cup is beneath the table.

The cup is leaning against the table.
The cup is beside the table.

He held the book over the table.
She dropped the cup during class.
