ORB Biography/Autobiography/Memoir Response Assignment

You have spent several weeks reading about the life of a particular person described in his or her own words or from someone else’s re-telling of it. In many ways, you have intimately gotten to know this person. 

Your job is to:

 1. Write a eulogy for the subject (person) of your book
A eulogy is: a laudatory (admiring) speech or written tribute, especially one praising someone who has died. The purpose of a eulogy is to honor the deceased and emphasize the good that this person contributed to the world. 

Many of the authors whose stories you have read are indeed still alive, but we are going to approach this from the perspective of: What would you say about this person if you were asked to speak at his/her funeral? 

A eulogy may/should include:

· a condensed life history of the person who has died 

· details about family, friends, work/career, interests, and achievements 

· favorite memories of the deceased 

· favorite poems, songs, quotes, scripture.

· humor that  is tasteful.

**Your eulogy should be no less than 1.5 pages typed, double-spaced, using 12 point font.

**Your eulogy should be logically organized and easy to understand.

**Your eulogy should have some entertainment value in that it is supposed to engage an audience. 

**Your eulogy will be delivered orally. 

2. Create a visual, artistic piece to accompany your eulogy that shows:

Eulogy Rubric -- (ORB MEMOIR PROJECT)

Speech Content (30)
The eulogy gives adequate detailed information about the author’s life, family, career, etc.
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The tone of the eulogy is appropriate for the occasion and the author (i.e., includes humor if the author was humorous)
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The eulogy includes enough special details (memories, etc.) to show that you have a comprehensive understanding of who the author is. 
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Speech Delivery (30)
You remain composed and calm (this includes both voice and body) during your delivery (as if you were truly delivering the eulogy at his/her funeral)
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You look up at the audience and do not solely read off your paper. 
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You speak slowly, clearly, and loudly enough for all audience members to hear you. 
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Visual (40)
Your visual includes a picture of the author, the author’s name, and the title of the book(punctuated properly)
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Your visual includes 3-4 symbols that represent significant parts of your author’s life or personality
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Your visual includes 2 quotes from your ORB that show us something about the author. 
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Your visual is aesthetically appealing, showing that you invested ample time and effort into its creation. 
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You clearly explain the content of your visual.
