Smophia – Figurative Language
Simile – Compares 2 or more things using the words 
‘like’, ‘as’, or ‘than.’

Ex.  Because he liked her, her smile was like the sun shining on his day.

Metaphor – Compares 2 or more things by saying a 
thing/person IS something else.

Ex.  The teacher’s angry face was a thundercloud when he saw the students cheat.

Onomatopoeia – Words that show sounds.

Ex.  Moo, pop, crash, ding, splash

Personification – Giving an animal or non-living thing 
human qualities / emotions.

Ex.  The boat shuddered fearfully when the huge wave came.

Hyperbole – Extreme exaggeration about someone or 
something.

Ex.   He was faster than a speeding bullet.

Idiom – An expression or saying unique to the culture of 
the users.  The saying does not mean what the words say.

Ex.  
Spill the beans.



Break a leg



Put your nose to the grindstone
Alliteration – Using the same beginning sounds on 3 or 
   more words in a line.

Ex -   
Jack jumped Jillian’s jump rope as she swung it.



She sells seashells by the seashore.
