1. When speaking of the first person singular (I) you do not capitalize the pronoun.
ex)
yo = I

2. Use the second person singular (you) when speaking directly to somebody of equal or lower status than you are. We call this perspective “you familiar.”
ex)
tú = you (familiar)

a friend, a sibling, a child, a pet

3. When using the third person singular (he, she, you, or it), a person’s name can also be substituted.

ex) 
él = he


any guy’s name: Mario, Tito, Raúl

ella = she


any female’s name: Ana, Pilar, Juanita

*There is no word for “it”
ex)
usted = you (formal)
We call this perspective “you formal.”





used to show respect

4. When speaking of the first person plural (we), include yourself.

ex)
nosotros = we

any person(s)’ name(s) plus yourself
nosotros – group (including yourself) of all males or a mixed group
nosotras – group (including yourself) of all females
5. Remember that the second person plural is only used in Spain.

ex)
vosotros = you-all (sp.m)(sp.f)

same grouping rules vosotros/as
6. When using the third person plural (they, you-all), names can also be substituted.

ex)
ellos = a group of only males

Marco y Antonio
 a mixed group


Marco y Antonio y Lola
ellas = a group of only females

Ana y Pilar

ex)
ustedes = you-all



Ana, Mario, Pilar, y tú
**There is a difference between talking to someone and talking about someone.
A pronoun is a part of speech that takes the place of a noun.


There may be multiple nouns in a sentence, but the subject is the noun that performs the action in the sentence.  The subject is who or what the sentence is about.


A subject pronoun is different from object/possessive/reflexive pronouns.

**The pronouns for “you-all” are ustedes and vosotros.  They are essentially the same, but vosotros is used primarily in Spain!





Note that if you need to see the relation, you can just stack one chart on top of the other and see which English subject pronouns in coordinate with each Spanish subject pronoun.  This is based on PERSPECTIVE.
