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Zoning Hearing Board Minutes

October 18, 2021
The October 18, 2021 meeting of the Lititz Borough Zoning Hearing Board was called to order by Chairman Matthews at 7:00 PM.

After a Silent Meditation and Pledge of Allegiance, members present and excused were listed and are identified below:

The September 20 meeting minutes were reviewed.  Westcott made a motion to approve the minutes as presented, with a second by Eberly.  The minutes were unanimously approved, 3 – 0.

Case #1829 – Dream Builders of Lancaster LLC – 28 Rodney Lane
The continued application of Steve Borg, for property located at 28 Rodney Lane, for a Special Exception from Section 208.C.15 and 406 (Conversion Apartments) and in the alternative, a Variance from Section 208.C.15 and 406, to allow 5 apartment units) of the Lititz Borough Zoning Ordinance within the R-2 Residential District.
Additional testimony included:
· Applicant submitted a more detailed layout of the 5 proposed two-bedroom apartments
· Applicant submitted 2 separate scenarios for the parking, with the required spaces to be 1.5 spaces per apartment and was able to provide 9 parking spaces with one being handicap accessible

· Dumpster location is shown on parking layout

· An internal ramp/elevator is proposed to reach the first and second floors

· No additional paving is proposed

· There will be no parking spaces leased to other neighboring residents or entities

After listening to the testimony, Matthews noted that he liked the layout of Exhibit #3 for the parking spaces, as he felt it would be easier to maneuver the vehicles into the spaces and still give some allowance for the piling of snow for the parking lot plowing.  Zoning Solicitor guided the Board to vote on the alternative Variance request, as the proposed use did not align well with the Special Exception request for Conversion Apartments due to too many variances.  The Board voted on the application.  With a motion by Eberly and a second by Westcott, the Board unanimously approved the request as testified.
With no other items on the agenda, the meeting was adjourned at approximately 7:11pm.
