Here is a map on how to make one:

o Linel: one noun
o Line2: two adjectives - describe & agree the adjectives with the noun in line 1
o Line3: three verbs as modifiers (infinitives or participles) - describe the noun in line 1

0 Lined4: four nouns - the first two nouns are synonymous with the noun in line 1; the other
two nouns are synonymous with the noun in line 7

o Line5: three verbs as modifiers (infinitives or participles) - describe the noun in line 7
o Line6: two adjectives- describe & agree the adjectives with the noun in line 7
o Line7: one noun - a noun that is the opposite of the noun in line 1
