FREE VERSE AND NARRATIVE POEMS 
Remember: 

● A free verse poem has no rhyme, rhythm or repetition. 

● A narrative poem tells a story, but it has rhythm, rhyme and repetition 

– just like a poem. 

● Separate each new idea by using stanzas. 

● It’s ok to make mistakes! Experimenting with words, editing and 

redrafting are all part of the writing process.
